How will you distribute health care resources?

Your group has been asked by the Ministry of Health to devise a plan to distribute the health care resources available to your country in a way that most improves the health of the population and is fair.  The envelope you received contains the per capita annual health expenditures currently available in your country.  The costs below represent the per capita annual costs to provide various kinds of health services.  

Your plan should include a list of services will be covered with your resources; you must also consider who is eligible for these services – will they be freely available to everyone, or only to those in economic need?  Recognize that if services are not provided through the health system, then patients in need of these services must pay for them out of pocket.  Don’t forget to be prepared to justify your plan.

Ophthalmology - $100

Prescription Drugs - $500

Emergency Care - $100

Transplants - $200

Hospitalization - $1200

Physician Visits - $800

Nursing Home Care - $250

Ready access to High-Tech Procedure (MRI, CT-Scan…etc.) - $500

Eliminating Avoidable Infant Mortality - $40

Preventative Services for Adults and Children - $50
